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What is the Church?

‘Ekklasia’- The called out ones

be a church building, an assembly of Christians, a worship

service, a particular denomination. But what does the word
actually mean and where does it  originate?
We have, as always to look at the Bible, and check things back to
the scriptures. We have to firstly appreciate that the New
Testament was written in Greek. The word translated from the
Greek text as church is ‘Ekklesia’, or ecclasia in it's Latin
equivalent. In researching this word it seems that it's meaning is
to be ‘called out'. Either an assembly or community which is
called out from the world. The elected, called out ones. In 1611
King James 1 of England, authorized what we now know as the
King James Bible. The word Ekklasia does not appear in the KJ
version, but has been translated as ‘church.’
But where does the word Church have it's origin. It is thought to
have derived from the Greek word Ku-ri-os which means Lord.
And the word Kuriakos, meaning belonging to the Lord. Some
believe these words became in Old English Cirice, and in
German Kirche, and in Scottish Kirk. So now these have become
in English -‘Church’. If this is the correct origin of the word, then
church means - ‘belonging to the Lord.” And it's great to belong to
the Lord, but it does not have the same meaning as Ekklasia.
It is the word ekklasia, that was in the original text, and it's
meaning fits much better with me, because it talks of separation.
Being called out as a community of believers. Not just belonging
to the Lord, but a departure from worldliness. The Bible confirms
this with the following scriptures;
James 4v4; ‘Friendship with the world is enmity with God.’ 1 John
2v15 ‘Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world.
If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him.’ 1
John 4v4 * Greater is He that is in you, than he that is in the
world.” Romans 1v1 ‘Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be
an apostle, separated unto the Gospel of God.’

The word church can have many different meanings. It can
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Let's break the word ecclasia, down further- ecc-means out, and
Kaleo- means call, this is where the word originates, as an
outward call. We use words that relate to this, such as
ecclesiastical- belonging or involving the church, and as we know
ecclesiastes- the book within the Bible.
We are told that Christ is the head of the church, and that the
faithful believers are the body of Christ. But do we  struggle at
times with being separated from the world? The key is to be in
the world but not of it, set apart. But if people see no or little
difference between the world and the Church, what kind of
witness or testimony are we giving out? We can't separate
ourselves from people, because we all have a great commission.
But we can be separate from worldly lusts .Being called out does
not mean we shouldn’t reach out to people. Some will see that we
are different, the Bible says even peculiar. We have an outward
call- ‘The Ekklasia.” 2 Corin 6v17 * Wherefore, come out from
among them, and be ye separate.’

What an Opportunity!

hilip is an excellent example of how every Christian ought
Pto be when it comes to sharing our faith with others. Often
we find witnessing to others, especially strangers, very
daunting, but it need not be that way if we follow the principles we
find in Acts 8:26-40. God wants to make the best use of us when
opportunities open up to us to speak to others about the Lord
Jesus Christ.
Open heart
“And the angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, saying, Arise, and
go toward the south unto the way that goeth down from
Jerusalem unto Gaza, which is desert” (Acts 8:26).
The followers of Christ were faithfully preaching the Gospel as
the Lord commanded. “Go ye into all the world, and preach the
gospel to every creature. He that believeth and is baptized shall
be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned” (Mark
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16:15-16) ... “Ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem,
and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of
the earth” (Acts 1:8). They were accomplishing this through the
power and anointing of the Holy Spirit. Though it was an angel
that directed Philip towards Gaza, we can see the principle of
being led by the Holy Spirit.

Romans 8:14 states that “as many as are led by the Spirit of God,
they are the sons of God.” Have we ever thought about this verse
in the light of our topic? It does not have to be extraordinary
direction, as with the case of Philip, but the Spirit of God still
wants to guide us where we can be the most effective. “In all thy
ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths” (Proverbs
3:6). This means that we must be sensitive to the voice of the
Spirit if we want Him to mightily use us.

Open eyes and open ears

“And he arose and went: and, behold, a man of Ethiopia, an
eunuch of great authority under Candace queen of the
Ethiopians, who had the charge of all her treasure, and had come
to Jerusalem for to worship, was returning, and sitting in his
chariot read Esaias the prophet. Then the Spirit said unto Philip,
Go near, and join thyself to this chariot. And Philip ran thither to
him, and heard him read the prophet Esaias, and said,
Understandest thou what thou readest?” (Acts 8:27-30).

When Philip arrived in the desert of Gaza, he noticed a man
reading a scroll, which he must have paid a high price for, while
being driven in his chariot. The Holy Spirit told him to catch up
with the chariot. It is possible that Philip was given supernatural
strength to run after the speeding vehicle, as was the case with
Elijah, “And the hand of the LORD was on Elijah; and he girded
up his loins, and ran before Ahab to the entrance of Jezreel” (1
Kings 18:46), but it is doubtful that the chariot was going that fast
since the Ethiopian was reading. Nevertheless, Philip did not
guestion the unusual instruction.

Maybe the Lord has us in the right place but our eyes are not
open to see the opportunity that He has prepared for us. There
are times when God will tell us to run in a certain direction

otherwise the opportunity might pass us by and be lost for ever.

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We need to keep our ears open, not to poke our noses into other
people’s business, but to find opportunity to talk about Christ.
This might be as simple as overhearing someone commenting on
a religious news item or even a blasphemous remark. What a
wonderful, God-given opportunity it is to find someone interested
in and discussing what the Bible says!

Open Bible

“And he said, How can I, except some man should guide me?
And he desired Philip that he would come up and sit with him.
The place of the scripture which he read was this, He was led as
a sheep to the slaughter; and like a lamb dumb before his
shearer, so opened he not his mouth: In his humiliation his
judgment was taken away: and who shall declare his generation?
for his life is taken from the earth” (Acts 8:31-34).

Philip did not discuss how the Ethiopian enjoyed his time in
Jerusalem or if he had any other holidays planned, instead he
was keen to get right down to the understanding of God’s word.
The Scriptures must be the very foundation on which we build a
conversation with those who do not know the Lord as Saviour.

Open door

“Then Philip opened his mouth, and began at the same
scripture, and preached unto him Jesus” (Acts 8:35).

Did Philip need courage to speak so directly to this high-ranking
Ethiopian official? No, all he needed was obedience to do as the
Holy Spirit directed. He had already received the anointing of
God to get the job done. He could expound the text before him
because he had already studied the Scriptures for himself.
“Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that
needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth” (2
Timothy 2:15). The door was wide open for Philip to teach the
man about Christ.

The whole point in discussing Scripture is to bring our listeners
closer to a true relationship with Christ. If we do not do this, then
we are wasting our time. We must tell people who Jesus is and
what He came to do. “And daily in the temple, and in every
house, they ceased not to teach and preach Jesus Christ” (Acts
5:42).

Open challenge

“And as they went on their way, they came unto a certain water:
and the eunuch said, See, here is water; what doth hinder me to
be baptized? And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine
heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, | believe that
Jesus Christ is the Son of God. And he commanded the chariot
to stand still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip
and the eunuch; and he baptized him. And when they were
come up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord caught away
Philip, that the eunuch saw him no more: and he went on his
way rejoicing. But Philip was found at Azotus: and passing
through he preached in all the cities, till he came to
Caesarea” (Acts 8:36-40).

Philip challenged the man with the facts about the Lord Jesus
Christ and with his need for repentance. In an instant he saw




himself as a sinner that needed to be cleansed from all
unrighteousness. He was challenged to repent and be baptised,
and the Ethiopian took up the challenge wholeheartedly. He
would have remained confused and unsaved all the way back to
Africa if Philip had not been committed to obeying the leading of
the Holy Spirit.

We should not be afraid to lay down challenges too. This does
not mean that we have to twist someone’s arm until they say the
“sinner’s prayer”, but we can straightforwardly encourage them to
repent and turn to Christ.

Conclusion
How many opportunities pass us by? How many are lost and
confused because we do not obey what the Lord has called us to
do. The Lord provides us with countless opportunities to tell
others about the Saviour.

THE ENORMITY OF SALVATION

enesis chapter 1 tells us that God created the heavens,
Gthe universe, and our world in which we live. 1 Peter 1:17-

20, “Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed
with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain
conversation received by tradition from your fathers; But with the
precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without
spot: Who verily was foreordained before the foundation of the
world, but was manifest in these last times for you.” Christ’'s
sacrifice for our sins was not an afterthought, not something God
decided to do when the world spun out of control. The
all-knowing, eternal God set this plan in motion long before the
world was created. What a comfort it must have been to the
Jewish believers to know that God planned Christ's coming and
His work of salvation long before the world began. This assured
them that the law was not being scrapped because it didn’t work,
but that both the law and the coming of Christ were part of God’s
eternal plan, and its our assurance now.
The way of salvation: [1] Rom 3:33, everyone has sinned. [2]
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Rom 6:23, sin brings death. [3] Rom 5:28, Jesus died for us. [4]
Rom 10:8-10, to be forgiven we must confess Jesus as Lord.
God'’s plan of salvation is not just found in 1 Peter or Romans, but
also throughout the Bible.

The enormity of our sin

“For God so loved the world, that he gave His only begotten Son,
that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have
everlasting life” (John 3:16). Sin was so serious to God that He
gave His son for all, to finally conquer sin for good. Sin was
defeated on the cross.

Many of us think that God cannot use us. Some past sin has
hindered our faith. Let's look at David and his sin:

a) Laziness caused him to sin.

b) Lusted after Bathsheba.

¢) Committed adultery.

d) He tried to cover his sin.

e) He arranged the murder of Uriah.

f) He did not repent for over nine months.

It could not get much worse than this could it? But God restored
him (Psalm 32). He made plans for the Temple. The Messiah
came through his line. If God can restore and use someone like
David! If we want revival we must get beyond guilt and
condemnation. It may involve repentance of unconfessed sin. But
repent and take God at His word. Have you sinned like David
sinned? Then David's God can revive you. David's God can still
use you.

Proverbs 6:16-19, “There are six things the LORD hates, seven
that are detestable to Him: haughty eyes, a lying tongue, hands
that shed innocent blood, a heart that devises wicked schemes,
feet that are quick to rush into evil, a false withess who pours out
lies and a man who stirs up dissension among brothers."
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According to Pope Gregory the Great in the 6th century, the
seven deadly sins are as follows: pride, envy, gluttony, lust,
anger, greed, and sloth. Although these are undeniably sins, they
are never given the description of "the seven deadly sins" in the
Bible. So how do we get salvation from sin?

The enormity of Gods love for us

“I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless | live; yet not I, but Christ
liveth in me: and the life which | now live in the flesh I live by the
faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for
me” (Galatians 2:20.)

So how do we receive Gods love? One way is believing that
Jesus died for you? By repenting of your sins and asking Jesus to
be your personal Saviour. "For by grace are ye saved through
faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God" (Ephesians
2:8). Romans 10:9, "That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the
Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised
Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.” 1 Thessalonians 5:9,
“God did not appoint us to suffer wrath but to receive salvation
through our Lord Jesus.” Acts 4:12, “Salvation is found in no one
else, for there is no other name under heaven given to men by
which we must be saved.” Romans 5:10, “For if, when we were
God’s enemies, we were reconciled to Him through the death of
His Son, how much more, having been reconciled, shall we be
saved through His life!” Ephesians 1.7, “In Him we have
redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, in
accordance with the riches of God’s grace.”

Jesus said, “I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will
never go hungry, and he who believes in me will never be
thirsty” (John 6:35). “| am the light of the world. Whoever follows
me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of
life” (John 8:12). “I am the gate; whoever enters through me will
be saved. He will come in and go out, and find pasture” (John
10:9). “I am the good shepherd; | know my sheep and my sheep
know me” (John 10:11, 14). “I am the resurrection and the life. He
who believes in me will live, even though he dies; and whoever
lives and believes in me will never die” (John 11:25-26). “I am the
way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except
through me” (John 14:6).
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Eternally saved

Romans 8:30, “And those He predestined, He also called; those
He called, He also justified; those He justified, He also glorified."
This verse tells us that from the moment God chooses us, it is as
if we are glorified in His presence in heaven. There is nothing that
can prevent a believer from one day being glorified because God
has already purposed it in heaven. Once a person is justified, his
salvation is guaranteed - he is as secure as if he is already
glorified in heaven. Our names are written in the ‘book of life’. It is
God’s guarantee. They don’t come better than that.

Eph 6:13-19, “Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God,
that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done
all, to stand. Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with
truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness; And your
feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; Above all,
taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all
the fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet of salvation,
and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: Praying
always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching
thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints;
And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may
open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel.
These verses state that as Christians we will be under attack, but
we can take hold of them and be reassured that we can
overcome the spiritual forces, and that if Jesus were tested, and
He was the Lord, then we will be too.

Conclusion
He created the earth for His pleasure and did it all for us to have
a relationship with. So we should praise God constantly for what
He has done for us and give thanks always. We must build the
churches and encourage Christians to help others. Bind our
people and church together. Be filled with joy. Share the gospel
because it is a command from Jesus in Matthew 28:19, “Go ye
therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.” Jesus simply said
‘follow me’ and people dropped their nets and went after Him, but
here he said, “Go.” This is His command to us all.

1:4. “But the Lord sent out a great wind into the sea..” The Lord
God is the creator and upholder of everything it was easy for Him
for “...he causeth the wind to blow..” [Psa. 147:18] because “...he
bringeth the wind out of his treasuries.” [Psa. 135:7] Every thing
that God does is that men and women may have the blessing of
His presence and fellowship, so the storm was sent for this
purpose. This was no everyday tempest, God was in it. “The
LORD hath his way in the whirlwind and in the storm, and the
clouds are the dust of his feet.” [Nahum 1:3]. We need to
remember that all the difficulties of life have a purpose and
nothing is unplanned. This storm was the direct result of the
disobedience of Jonah, but God turned it round to the blessing of
all. “For he commandeth, and raiseth the stormy wind, which
lifteth up the waves thereof. They mount up to the heaven, they
go down again to the depths: their soul is melted because of
trouble. They reel to and for, and stagger like a drunken man, and
are at their wits' end. : Then they cry unto the LORD in their
trouble, and he bringeth them out of their distresses. He maketh
the storm a calm, so that the waves thereof are still. Then are
they glad because they be quiet; so he bringeth them unto their
desired haven.” [Psalms 107:25-30]. “...so the ship was like to
be broken.” We see the ship of society, of our nation, of morals,
of family life, of marriage, “like to be broken.” In the sea of nations
there are such terrible storms brought about by the disobedience
of man to God's revealed Word, written and Living Word which
will inevitably bring tragedy because they are not founded upon
the solid Rock of Ages.

V 5. “Then the mariners were afraid and cried every man unto his
god,” Here were the mariners crying unto idols for help. Idols
made by men’s hands, which could neither see or hear. “What
profiteth the graven image that the maker thereof hath graven it;
the molten image, and a teacher of lies, that the maker of his
work trusteth therein, to make dumb idols?” [Hab. 2:18] We see
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today a immense upsurge of people turning to world religions,
cults, mysticism’s, spiritualism, horoscopes, and mediums of
every kind. We see a revival in religious fundamentalism in every
land with increasing numbers attending places of pilgrimage.

He was insensible , inactive, in jeopardy, unaware of
the danger of himself and others around him. While all the things
around us are being thrown overboard are we who claim to be
the servants of the Lord Jesus Christ “ fast asleep”? We have
access into the immediate presence of God and are commanded
to come boldly to the throne of grace and yet so often we cannot
even be bothered to pray. “Let us therefore come boldly unto the
throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help
in time of need.”

“By faith he (Moses) forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for
he endured, as seeing him who is invisible. Through faith he kept the
Passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the
firstborn should touch them. By faith they passed through the Red sea
as by dry land: which the Egyptians assaying to do were drowned. By
faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they were compassed about
seven days. By faith the harlot Rahab perished not with them that
believed not, when she had received the spies with peace” (Hebrews
11:27-31)
